These microscopic invaders are being brought 
into Britain and spread around the country in soil, water and tissues of 
a large number of plant species. This spread is damaging both our plant 
industry and our well-loved ecosystems. This project will provide invaluable 
data to help businesses – like yours – manage their Phytophthora risk.
